The Groups of Spots are numbered in the order of their appearance.  Where there is no number in the third column it is to be understood that there is a Facula unaccompanied by a Spot.  The positions of Faculae relative to the Spots with which they are associated are indicated by the letters n, s, p, f, c, denoting respectively north, south, preceding, following, concentric.  The longitude and latitude of the center of the disk are given in brackets.

The Areas of Spots and Faculae are expressed in millionths of the Sun’s visible Hemisphere.
