	CONTINGENY:  If neither Std Mon 30 or 32 are enabled, and there are less than 10 minutes of commanding available to command spacecraft to record using the normal record procedures, manually transition SSR to emergency RECORD.

Emergency record procedure will select and send the appropriate commands (based on DHSS state and science submode), then verify SSR is in RECORD (P@DKSSNMOD = RECORD)
